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What is a curriculum inventory (CI)?

A database that systematically catalogs curriculum experiences, structure, and content. It can
be referred to as a curriculum inventory (ClI), curriculum database (LCME), or curriculum map
(COCA).

Curriculum changes reqgularly so keeping documentation up to date is an ongoing effort.

To be able to trust and use CI data, it needs to be
